Quiz Show Format:

Reviewing journal notes or curriculum can be relatively boring.  To make it more tolerable, one method to increase involvement and interest is to review the materials using a Quiz Show format.  This can be done by:

1. Form 2-4 teams of 5 or more students, depending on class size.

2. Each team gets together and for 10 minutes shares their notes on topics covered during the past period of time. Then they have 5 minutes to make up questions for the game.

3. Each team has a bell or noisemaker to indicate they are ready to answer a question. 

4. The game begins as the teacher asks questions based on the material, including questions offered by each team. Each question used from a team is rewarded with points.

5. First team to ring their bell gets to answer the question for points. If another team can improve upon the answer, that team also gets points. Wrong answers are punished by a loss of points.

6. The Teacher judges the answers, awards the points, and keeps score. The winning team with the most points receives extra credit.  The best questions are used in the future periodic Quizes.
